Co mme nting on the lack of 
Albe rta applications to th e 
CFDC Broadcast Fund, Bakvta 
blames " a ~/oung, inexperie nced 
producer base." 

" It's up to us to sell ourselves," 
he says. "We can' t wait for it to 
happen. Living in th e regions is 
o ur proble m and we have to 
so lve it. We can' t wait for 
government regulations. We 
have to establish our own in­
dustry."
