to prove that a lew budget ($100,000) on a 
feature length movie (The Merry Wives of 
Tobias Rouke) will not appreciably lower 
the quality of the production. 

Filming on the comedy is underway in 
Kleinburg on a 1 5 day shooting schedule. 
Starring Paul Bradley, Linda Sorenson, 
Judy Gault and Henry Beckman, the 
story concerns a travelling confidence 
man, his female accomplice and their 
effect on a weahhy farmer and his mad, 
amnesic wife. 

Written by Canadians George Mende-
luk and David Slabotsky, the feature wUl 
be Board's first assingment as a director. 
His credits include assistant director on 
Paul Almond's Act of the Heart, Gordon 
Sheppard's Eliza's horoscope, Don She­
bib's Ripoff, and most recently. Bill 
Fruet's Wedding in White. 

Executive producer is Harold Green­
berg from Bellevue-Pathe. The fUm is 
using four locations on the outskirts of 
Toronto, including Pioneer Village, Cold 
Creek and ClairvUle Conservation Parks. 

Financing for the feature was raised 
within a period of four weeks through 
private sources. The producers, Stan Feld­
man and Samuel Jephcott, are receiving 
support from suppliers of equipment 
(Cinequip and WUliam F. White) and 
services (including antiques from Prince 
of Serendip). 

The cast and crew are working at 
minimum rates but each receive a percen-
